When you rent this facility you will have com-
plete and sole access to all the buildings and 
amenities which include: 
• 2 cabins sleeping 14 
• 2 cabins sleeping 12 
• 3 cabins sleeping 8 
• Chalet Cabin with 6 bedrooms each 

sleeping 4 along with meeting space and 
bathrooms (Year round use) 

• A chapel that holds 150 people 
• A mess hall that will seat 100 
• A kitchen that includes pots, pans, 

dishes, industrial stove, walk in cold stor-
age, 6’ fridge, and a dish washer 

• Wheelchair Accessible playground 
• 18 hole mini golf course with supplies 
• 2 horseshoe pits 
• Electric hook-up RV Sites (8) 
• Tenting site (3) 
RENTAL INFORMATION: 
All inclusive for $10/person per night with a 
$400/night minimum charge. Maximum of 
150 individuals can stay overnight during 
peak season.   
A $400 per night amount is charged as a 
booking fee along with a $250 Damage De-
posit. Camp bookings are accepted on Janu-
ary 1st of each calendar year for the current 
Camp Season.
