He put sunscreen
on Ken’s face and bald spot,
then replaced Ken’s scarf,
headband style back on his
head. I was 2 seats back and
could just see their heads.
Herman and ken’s scarves
on the same way, they looked
at each other and smiled.
Herman kind of giggled a bit
at Ken’s expression, adjusted
his scarf slightly, and Ken
smiled again - a long, slow
smile.

A moment of many, many
moments this week, when a
simple task became an eter-
nal, holy moment because

of the compassion with which
it was done.

And that’s what Rehoboth is
all about: Dignity and Com-
passion.

Thank you, Counsellors,
cooks and staff for demon-
strating these two qualities
all week, and so shine with
Christ’s light.
